2010 Vintage 

The 2010 vintage was characterised by above-average rainfall, but with 

temperatures within typical expectations of the region. The summer began 

with good levels of rainfall and continued with a hot and dry July. 

 

Heavy rains fell in August and again late autumn, providing a respite from 

the breezy weather in the first half of September, all of which proved 

advantageous for the sparkling wine grapes, which were harvested before 

the rains resumed. The grapes ripened with excellent acidity and aromatic 

complexity. 

 

Tasting Note 

In the glass, it is a luminous salmon-pink and shows a persistent, refined perlage. 

The complexity of its aromas is enchanting: notes of pomegranate, wild 

strawberries and redcurrants dominate while notes of dog rose and wild vanlla 

orchid and candied almond add nuance and depth.  The wine is characterised by 

its combination freshness and rich structure, enhanced by the blend of flowers, 

red fruits and sweet almonds, which together provide a lasting finish.
